Lisa, as promised, please find below some additional information and responses to your feedback on the Year 1 report of the ATELIER-D project.
Documenting Atelier-D

I can confirm that each of the CDIs will present its own report (so there will be six report outputs).These will blend technical matters with methods, approaches and research findings.  It is hoped that we can use these reports to construct papers for publication although given the small scale of these pilot studies it might be better to seek to combine them in a Year 1 review paper.  We will make these available to the community as they are completed via our own website and perhaps the JISC Design Studio (more on this below).
Sharing outputs

We will seek to populate the JISC Design Studio with various outputs from the ATELIER-D project.  We already have a variety of outputs from the six CDIs that might be useful to include such as videos, screencasts, links and documents. Ideally we would like to have an ATELIER-D ‘portfolio’ space in the Design Studio (Marianne Sheppard will liaise with Jenny Hart to take this forward).  Project members will supply Jenny Hart with items and she will coordinate our presence in Design Studio.  As suggested, we will include the following outputs:
· A summary table  to give an overall glimpse of:
· how the technology was used

· key lessons learnt

· implications for the next stage

· An overview map of the technologies used (VLE, OpenDesignStudio (ODS), Elluminate, Compendium) and how they link together.  A diagram will help people navigate the content and show how each of the technologies are being used with learners as part of the course design. 

· Some case studies as a way of describing how the technologies are being used and integrated together. 
· Some video data from tutors where appropriate as part of the evaluation process. This might include messages and comments from tutors as evidence towards the evaluation strategy.  If this data is collected throughout the new course dissemination it can capture the feeling of how the new course is being received. 
· Course Team and Project Team reflection on the course design process. 

· Other types of process outputs (see next section) 

Reflection on the use of new technologies within new curriculum at the OU
The new Open University course titled ‘Design Thinking’ is first presented in February 2010. There are opportunities for the course team and the ATELIER-D project members (there’s a significant overlap) to construct some outputs that reflect on the process of creating the student experience.  
We aim to use the student community (perhaps about 700 students) and the Associate Lecturer community (about 50 people) from the Design Thinking course to gather qualitative and quantitative data on the rolling out of new technologies to support design learning. Two tutors are recruited to the ATELIER-D project for the Year 2 studies. 
Open Design Studio

This is likely to be one of the key components in the second year of the ATELIER-D project and the new design course. We will explore ways of disseminating its technical capability and student feedback to the JISC community and further afield.  In the short term Georgy Holden has agreed to make a screencast which demonstrates the look, feel and basic functionality of Open Design Studio.

Inspire Research

We will contact Inspire to see how we might develop the evaluative aspects of our work.
CAMEL clusters
We can report that communication across our CAMEL cluster is good and we have held 3 meetings so far. On the 2nd December a new cross-CAMEL cluster group will have its first meeting (hosted at the Open University).  This involves St George’s, Hertfordshire University and the ATELIER-D project at the OU. Peter Chatterton is able to join us.  We hope to identify some synergies and ways of collaborating.

Student statistics

We have access to a variety of OU statistics (retention, progression, attainment student satisfaction) we plan to tap into these in Year 2 of the ATELIER-D project and should be able to make some baseline comparisons – although Design Thinking will be in its first year or presentation in 2010.
