	A report on the current state of processes and procedures for programme design, review and reapproval including descriptive accounts of processes and narrative accounts of a range of University staff who interact with the processes throughout the life cycle of course design through to approval
	A multimedia review sharing, through the use of indicative video clips, the ‘lived experience’ of curriculum design. The review is organised around sixteen themes:

Drivers for design; coordination; availability of information; relationships and mechanisms; stakeholders; constraints; compliance; role of the programme director; holistic and distributed approaches; authenticity; textual representation; specialised language; audience; staff support; existing use of technology and time and space for design.

This review will be of use to anybody who wishes to learn from shared academic accounts of the lived experience of curriculum design

It provides some evidence for those seeking some context and / or a rationale to engage in a redesign of programme approval or curriculum design practices.
