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JISC Funded Primary JANET Connection Policy
The means of physical connection will be determined by JANET(UK) as part of its provision of the primary connection. 

It is JISC’s policy to provide to JISC funded organisations JANET bandwidth that is adequate for need according to the following principles:

· bandwidth provision will be adequate to meet the organisation’s demonstrable need;
· bandwidth provision will be consistent within specific connected sectors (e.g. Research, Higher and Further education), allowing for some flexibility according to differing geographical constraints or other circumstances; and
· bandwidth will be subject to available resources. 

Unless otherwise agreed with the relevant funding body, it is JISC’s policy to provide one JANET connection (which may consist of more than one physical circuit for bandwidth provision) to each JISC funded organisation. 
If, as a result of a merger, a new organisation has more than one connection to JANET, the new organisation must nominate, within 3 months of the date of merger, which JANET connection it wishes to be funded by JISC. The organisation may choose to retain any or all of the additional existing connections to JANET at its own expense. 
Following nomination, those connections not funded by JISC or the organisation will be cancelled by JANET(UK) at the earliest opportunity.
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
