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Questions & answers recorded at plenary session:
Q
Is it the library's responsibility to check whether users are copying for commercial purposes?
A
Yes.

Q
Does this also apply to copying web pages?

A
Yes.

Q
Can we publish students' dissertations with quotes in?

A
Normally yes as the quotes are referenced and do not form a substantial part of the work.

Q
What about open source software?

A
You need to abide by the terms and conditions applied by the provider.

Q
Are there tools for creating ODRL?

A
Not at the moment.  Just specifications and schemas.

Q
Can we have more than one depositor licence for JORUM?

A
Yes, if required for different permitted uses.  Not necessary for different materials.

Q
Who owns the copyright of students' work?
A
Students are usually asked to sign at registration but this is unfair since they may not be given an explanation as to what they are signing.  The student is not an employee of the institution, so is not governed by employment contract.  You should always ask the permission of the student.

Q
Are there guidelines or templates for obtaining permissions?

A
Emanuella Giavarra has produced a booklet available at www.eblida.org

Q
Can JLIS answer specific queries from projects?

A
Yes, guidance can be provided if you contact JLIS.  However, the institution's legal adviser should be consulted on contract law. Usually institutions do have a legal contact, but, if not, JLIS can provide a list of lawyers dealing in copyright law.  It is important that the legal adviser is aware of educational issues.

Q
Can we have a whole day's training on licensing issues?

A
Yes.  JLIS can organise this in consultation with JISC.  It would be more valuable if institutional contract staff accompanied the project staff to the event.  

Q
Is Scottish Law the same?

A
Yes for copyright law, no for contract law.

Q
Can separate databases within one institution attract database rights?

A
Yes.

Q
Can JISC take Creative Commons forward for UK learning & teaching?  The different licences included in Creative Commons will assist in the cultural change necessary for the sharing of resources.

A
Yes.  JISC is very interested in this area as it is possible to add real value for UK FE and HE.  We will explore this with Emanuella Giavarra.
