	1. Literature
	The strand concentrates on the use of textual source content.  Primary content – works of literature themselves – and secondary content – critical commentaries and essays, for example – will be sourced from the JISC funded collection.
	This strand offers pedagogic outcomes in qualification-based and non-qualification-based learning routes.  Additionally, the pedagogic outcomes run across levels of qualification and learning.
	In this strand the template Learning Object and the individual Learning Objects are made concurrently, referring to textual sources through standard ASP methodologies.

	2. Coleg Digidol
	The strand focuses on the retasking of currently available and released web based learning materials that are not object-oriented.  This is therefore a ‘classic’ or typical retasking activity, with the additional benefit that the source materials are available bilingually, providing the opportunity to produce bilingual Learning Objects.
	The strand takes content in two languages and creates Learning Objects in two languages – the unique feature here will be constant ‘switchability’ between languages at any point in the Learning Object process.
	Here Learning Objects are created as self-standing units, but the source content is opened to other Learning Object creators and other participants in the X4L programme.

	3. Health and Social Data
	The strand concentrates on statistical data as source content.  The data is available from JISC and other publicly funded programmes, but the activity will enable linking to statistical data regardless of source.
	This strand provides Learning Objects across the Further and Higher curriculum levels, and across the academic and vocational foci of learning.
	Here resources are accessed at the current location from the learning Object, though the Learning Objects and Learning Object templates become available as self-standing products themselves.

	4. Teknical Materials
	The strand makes use of a currently existing partnership with a commercial provider of content, and offers Learning Objects and Learning Object templates that show the multi-use potential of specifically dedicated curriculum content.
	This strand will provide accounts of how templates can be built from Learning Objects, using the process of retasking content originally created with specific curriculum purpose.
	Here content will be drawn out of the VLE/repository currently housing it, and Learning Objects will be created that both refer to the content in situ and use the content within the newly created Learning Object.

	5. Generic web-referenced resources
	This strand involves the creation of Learning Objects that can be amended as source content changes or URL’s become obsolete or replaced.
	The activity and output from this strand will enable teachers and lecturers to amend Learning Objects as the curriculum changes, as the content to which the Learning Object points changes, or as URL’s require.
	The significant feature of this strand is the creation of devices built into Learning Objects that enable non-experts to re-route those objects as necessary.  This will include re-routing to new or better URL’s in the case of web based publicly accessible content, but also intranet-held content and content that is shared across WAN’s and partnerships of content holders.
